Funding for Schools Arts Projects
Closing Date for Applications: 26 October 2011

As you know, Leicester City Council has continued to commit funding to schools arts, broadening the project base in 2011/12 to encompass all Arts. As a result, Learning Services is pleased to invite proposals from schools to fund Arts projects in the 2011/12 Academic Year. Projects can include Visual Arts; Sculpture; Ceramics; Drama; Film & Moving Image; Craft & 3D Design, Textiles and Dance. Grant funding for Music projects is already available and is excluded from this funding programme.
Funding available will range from a few hundred pounds for a small project to a maximum of £5,000 for a significant project where schools collaborate together.

Projects could include:

· Visits to theatres, cinemas, galleries or museums – such as to exhibition of Picasso Ceramics from the Attenborough Collection at New Walk Museum and Art Gallery – to inspire children and link to classroom activities; 

· Performance projects – perhaps across groups of schools working together; to develop skills in students and teachers alike;

· Artists in residence – possibly across groups of schools to inspire children, schools and communities in Arts;

· Curriculum support – using arts as a resource in non-arts subjects to support and embed learning; such as using the Visual Elements Periodic Table (www.rsc.org/Chemsoc/VisualElements/index.asp).

· Using film to educate - visiting or exhibiting work at Phoenix Square in the cinema or digital gallery, or using the media suites to create moving image and digital art work at Phoenix Square (www.phoenix.org.uk) or the City Learning Centres (www.clc-leicester.org.uk).

· Evaluating and strengthening the quality of Arts provision in School through Artsmark (www.artsmark.org.uk).

· Using technology for design and crafts - working with Leicester’s City Learning Centres to generate designs and and embroider them onto fabrics; print them on mugs; print posters or produce 3D CAD CAM models to print them out in 3D (colour or white ABS Plastic) (www.clc-leicester.org.uk).

A wide range of projects will be welcome but all projects need to demonstrate how positive outcomes will be sustained and embedded, and will need to have performance indicators that address at least one of the Raising Achievement Principles that underpin the Raising Achievement Strategy:

· Partnerships and collaboration: Building capacity in schools and developing partnerships across schools

· Great teams around the school: Ensuring that the services that children, families and schools need to access are integrated and co-ordinated

· Ambition for our children and young people: Creating a culture that is aspirational and optimistic for our children and young people

· Engaging families and communities: Supporting families and communities in engaging actively in their children’s education

· Investment in our workforce: Ensuring that there are clear career pathways for school based staff

The application process has been kept as simple as possible. Please complete the attached application form and return it to Rebecca Hooper no later than 26 October 2011. Applications received after the deadline will not be considered unless by prior agreement. Applicants will receive notification of funding decisions by 14 November 2011.
