Since 2003, GELS has been supporting projects and partnerships between schools and local organisations that help to develop the Global Dimension within the curriculum and the wider school community.  GELS promotes a holistic approach to enable schools to bring global perspectives to life within a number of initiatives (Community Cohesion, Sustainable Schools, Rights Respecting Schools, International School Award).

GELS is made up of teachers and representatives from a range of providers operating across Leicester City and Leicestershire.  Membership is open and we actively seek to engage schools, encourage teacher-led activities and provide opportunities to explore and collaborate around global themes.  The network is co-ordinated by the Leicester Masaya Link Group.

When and where we meet

GELS meetings are held as twilight sessions once a term.  We generally meet in a school and aim to rotate round different locations.  This provides the host school with an opportunity to show-case their current work.
