General

Schools and services in scope (i.e. subscribing schools and LCC non-schools Key Managers, etc.)

Attendance on training courses that are in the core health and safety training offer is free or at the rates indicated otherwise in that offer.

Where training courses in the core health and safety training offer are oversubscribed then priority will be given to schools that have subscribed to the traded offer.

All advice (including newsletter) will be provided free of charge to all subscribing schools and to non-schools Key Managers, etc.

One free on-site visit of up to one hour per term for essential help and advice is included.

Additional site visits to subscribing schools and services above the one per term in the traded offer will be charged at the in-scope consultancy rate in one-hour, half-day or full day units as appropriate.

All consultancy work on any health, safety or risk matter will be charged at £50/hour, £180/half-day, £320/full-day. This is a discounted rate. (The in-scope consultancy rate).

Work up to 3 hours will be charged at the hourly rate (hours rounded up). Work over 3 hours up to 4 hours will be charged as a half-day. Work over 4 hours up to 8 hours will be charged as a full day. Travel time will be included in the calculation of time.

Environmental monitoring services are charged at the in-scope consultancy rate plus consumables at cost+15%. Where specialist consultants must be engaged these will be charged at cost.

Training courses delivered outside of the core programme, including courses delivered on site at a school at their request, will be charged at the in-scope consultancy rate. e.g. Fire Awareness, Stress Awareness, Management of Stress, etc. (plus consumables at cost+15% e.g. recharging fire extinguishers).

In-scope schools will receive a site safety tour, effort grade and a bespoke action plan with their annual health and safety audit.

In scope Secondary schools will receive an annual D&T audit, science audit and PE audit.
In scope schools will have The Radiation Protection Supervisor (Employer) Role discharged.
In scope schools can purchase a ‘pre-health and safety audit’ up to 3 months prior to their scheduled annual audit (subject to service capacity at the time) for £140.00.
Schools not in scope (i.e. Schools that have not subscribed)

It is a legal requirement that schools not in-scope must appoint a competent person to assist them (in accordance with Regulation 7 of the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations). Leicester City Council require maintained schools to appoint a person with sufficient training, experience, knowledge and other qualities that would enable them to be a Chartered member of the Institute of Occupational Safety and Health, a registered safety consultant, or equivalent – with expertise in this field of health and safety work.

Services available from the Health and Safety Team for schools not in-scope:

There is no hourly rate for this category of work. All work is charged at £490/day or part thereof. This includes all visits and all telephone advice instigated by the school. Travel time will be included in the calculation of time.
The Radiation Protection Adviser and Radiation Protection Supervisor (Employer) Role can be discharged for £500.00pa.
Places are available on core offer health and safety training courses in the health and safety training programme for schools not in-scope. There is a minimum charge of £60/delegate half-day, £130/delegate full-day.
Maintained schools that do not subscribe can still access health and safety advice and assistance without charge. Unless urgent, however, (i.e. immediate threat to life and limb) such requests must be made in writing (by letter, not email). Face to face advice can be made available by appointment, at a central Leicester City Council location (usually Marlborough House).

Bespoke courses outside the core training programme offer or courses delivered on site at a school at their request will be charged at full consultancy rates. 

All consumables will be charged for at cost plus 20%.

The newsletter will not be provided.
A site safety tour or bespoke action plan will not be provided when the annual health and safety audit is carried out.

Notes:

The above offer has taken account of valuable feedback from schools – which is always welcomed.

The charging regimes of lump sum and cost per pupil, cost per pupil, lump sum – and combining these into bands (e.g 0-50 pupils, 50-100, 100-200, etc.) has been considered and it is thought that lump sum plus cost/pupil based on NOR used for formula calculation is the fairest charging mechanism to apply.
Proposed service provision and costs have been benchmarked with other LA’s. The most similar traded services found were provided by Oxford CC and Coventry CC. It will be seen that the proposed charges for cost recovery for non statutory health and safety service provision for Leicester schools are significantly lower than these authorities.

Service Level Agreement charges for 2011/2012

For nurseries (not school managed): Cost £750 lump sum + £2.60 per pupil

For primary schools and special schools: Cost £1260 lump sum + £2.60 per pupil

For secondary schools: Cost £3200 lump sum + £1.85 per pupil

For schools without a SLA, one off / specific services and training can be bought at a rate of:

£85 per hour 

£280 per half day  (3.5 hours) 

£540 per day (7 hours)

(There will be a minimum charge of one hour for this service provision).
