What Pupils Thought

An independent evaluation workshop in 3 schools by Blueprint Solutions found the following: - 
· 92% found the workshops very enjoyable.  

· 90% thought tutors were good or very good and 86% thought the same about the content.  

· 91% children were very enthusiastic about taking part in an end of term performance. 

· Nearly 50% felt they had gained enough confidence to perform a solo.
