Dear Colleagues

As Headteachers of the School Sport Partnership (SSP) hubsites for Leicester City we thought it would be helpful to circulate the attached information.  (Letter from Michael Gove and a letter from Sue Campbell and Steve Grainger plus link to education website and Leicester City SSP website. 
As you can see there is a grave threat to the work of the SSP.  It is not clear what the replacement idea will look like, how it will run or the level of funding we can expect.  Currently the City SSP’s attract £580k of core funding across all our schools (primary, secondary and special) and colleges (three Sixth Form and one Further Education).  For this money a huge amount of PE and Sport is delivered and supported including more competitive sport than ever before.  During the last 10 years the city partnerships have changed and influenced the lives of many young people.  In future the amount of money is likely to be significantly lower.  We will be given the choice about how to spend the money but planning has now become much more difficult.
Our staff (SSCo’s, PLTs, PDM, FESCos, Coaches, Competition Managers and support staff) will be upset and concerned about the future for themselves and the provision they have built up.  We will be writing to Michael Gove with our concerns and would be grateful if you could acknowledge that our concerns are representative of the majority of local heads.  In particular we would like to say that it IS “frontline spending on education”

We are happy to discuss the issue further as are the managers of the School Sport Partnerships
