Some school business managers have attended pilot sessions.  There will be two briefing sessions later this term on 8th December with formal training taking place in January.  Watch out for the information from HR. 

c. HR are pulling together a policy bank, most of them are on the website already.  Is there anything that heads feel is missing or in need of review?  Let me know if you have had trouble finding anything recently or when you’ve found it you’ve realized it’s out of date and not much use.  This will help HR prioritise their work in this area.
