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Mandate and Agreement

In respect of

Leicester City Primary Heads

Introduction:

This paper summarises the changes to the current funding arrangements for the coordination of physical education and school sport in primary and secondary schools through the School Sport Partnerships (SSPs). It also explains some of the proposed funding arrangements for the coordination of competitive school sport from September 2011 to August 2013.

Context: 
· The current funding for School Sport Partnerships (SSPs) and School Sports Coordinators (SSCOs) is in place until August 31st 2011. After this, no further funding will be provided to support the SSPs or SSCO role. The funding for Primary Link Teachers was brought to an end in April 2011
· From September 2011, the Department for Culture Media and Sport (DCMS) and Department of Health (DoH) will be providing £22M nationally, to support the creation of 450 new School Games Organiser posts to work the equivalent of three days per week (Leicester City will receive 48k per year for 2 years and are employing 2 full time post titled School Sports Development Managers) 

· Furthermore, the Department for Education (DfE) is making available £65M nationally, for all secondary schools to release a PE teacher for the equivalent of one day per week to encourage greater take up of competitive sport in primary and secondary schools and to secure a fixture network for schools to increase intra and inter school competition.
(Leicester City Secondary Schools will receive £7,600 per year for 2 years)

· The Leicester Sports Partnership Trust have been successful in securing an additional 80k to enhance the school Games Organisers post to full time and to appoint a disability PE and Sports Development Manager 

· Both Crown Hills and Lancaster schools have agreed to host the School Sports Development Managers post and have applied for the relevant funding to do so.
· Ellesmere school have agreed to host the Disability PE and Sports Development Manager and have secured additional funding to make the post full time for 1 year 

· In order to ensure a more strategic approach, on March 4th 2011, EIP members gave their “in-principle” agreement to ring-fence and pool any resources devolved to them for the coordination of competitive school sport. By pooling resources in this way, the EIP, in partnership with the Leicester Sports Partnership Trust, seeks to ensure a coordinated and inclusive approach not only to competitive sport but also Physical Education and school sport across the City.

Through this Mandate and Agreement, the Leicester Sports Partnership Trust hope to create and sustain a coordinated approach to not only competitive school sport, but also Physical 
Education and school sport for all young people in Leicester.  Through the signing of this Mandate and Agreement, primary schools are formally agreeing to name an individual within their school who will act as the School Sport Champion
· We hereby agree to nominate an individual to act as the School Sport Champion.
· The 2 School Sport Development Managers and the Secondary School Sport Champions will work with all signatories to this agreement to deliver a robust PE, School Sport and Competition offer to all young people

· This agreement will be reviewed in January 2013.
