How to take part

· Decide how many pupils you would like to be involved in the challenge. 

· Nominate a contact teacher who will oversee the challenge – this includes generating support and interest and the collection of all cards in September. A reminder letter will be sent out closer to the collection deadline (17th September 2010).  
· Complete the slip found on the back of this letter and return to the SDSA (contact details below)
Please note that for Year 6 pupils completing the card, we have spoken to all secondary school Heads of Year 7 and they will also be collecting them in September.  
Following your response
Schools will receive their pack containing:
